NO TICKETS OR WRISTBANDS WILL BE SOLD AT THE TOURNAMENT.  There will be
temperature checks for players coaches, & fans as they enter the building. Other than players
who are playing in the game, everyone must where a mask while in the building.  If coaches, 
fans, or players fail to comply they will be asked to leave and/or forfeit the game.

AWARDS: Up to 10 medals will be awarded the champion and runner-up teams. 
Additional awards will be ordered at the expense of those requesting them.
