Students in AP classes that began with start of the 2" Semester in January: It is time to order your AP
exam!

To order your AP Exam, pick up an order form at the Cashier’s Office and pay Mrs. Dayton $40.00 for
each exam you are ordering. Then take the completed order form and receipt to Mrs. Ternes in the
TAG Office, Room J202 between the hours of 7:45 am and 12:30 pm.

Late registration for AP classes that began in the 1% semester or any independent study students is
also taking place at this time. If you did not sign up in the November Registration window, pay Mrs.
Dayton $80.00 for each exam you are ordering. (540 exam order fee plus $40 late registration fee)

The deadline to order all AP Exams is 12:30 pm on Friday, March 6. All payments and order forms
must be turned in by the deadline to have an exam ordered for you. The remaining $45.00 for each
exam will be due in May on the scheduled AP exam day.

Counseling Office News

Any student that is planning to enlist in the military after high school should take the Armed
Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) test. Linn Mar High School is hosting the
test on Friday, March 6th at 8:30 a.m. in the College/Career Center. The test is opened for 10th,
11th, and 12th grade students.

Note: If you take the ASVAB as a 10th grader your score will not be used for enlisting in the
military. You may retake the test as a junior or senior though.

Registration for the Pre-ACT is now open. Open to Sophomores ONLY! To register, students will
pay $14 to the cashier's office.

Monday, March 30th from 8:30-11:30 (no cap - this is a non-school day for students) - Deadline to
register is Wednesday, March 11th

Information about testing location and additional details will be distributed at school the week prior to
testing.

If you are looking for practice before the Pre-ACT, there are paper practice tests books in the
College/Career Center, www.actstudent.org has free practice information, and www.prepfactory.com is
another online test resource.

Parking 2019-2020

Attention Linn-Mar students who have permission to park on campus. Students who are designated to
park in the South Lot must have their orange tags displayed during the school day. The South Lot,
which includes the South Overflow lot, are for Orange tags only. North Lot tags are purple. ALL tags
must be displayed during the school day. No exceptions. If you have questions about parking please see
Mrs. Sturenfeldt in the 11/12 Office. Also, a reminder if students park in the staff or visitor parking
they will be guaranteed to receive a parking

violation of $25.00. Students who receive 3 parking violations/tickets will lose their parking privileges
for the school year.

**Students who have parking tags to park on campus MUST advise Mrs. Sturenfeldt in the 11/12 Office
of any changes of vehicle information including new license plates. Vehicles not registered to park on
campus will be ticketed.

Students must park in their designated parking lots. The North parking lot is set up for students and
staff to have designated areas to park. The South parking lot is blended parking which means student
and staff share the parking lot together. Students need to have their parking tags displayed at all
times.

Parking Lot Reminder! Students are not allowed to park in the visitor or staff parking areas during
school hours. This is a parking violation and you will receive a parking fine of $25.00. Park in your
designated lot with your parking tag displayed to avoid being ticketed.

Students who drive their moped to school need to park on the designated area in the South Lot. Please
register your moped before driving it on campus. Students who have the privilege of parking on
campus please remember to follow the Linn-Mar parking guidelines to avoid getting a parking fine:

* Park in your designated parking lot.

* Always have your parking tag displayed in your vehicle.

* Register any car you drive on campus to the 11th/12th office. ¢

Parking tags are not transferable.

» Do NOT parking in staff, visitors or handicap areas.

* Parking fines costs $25.00 and must be paid within 14 days.

* Receiving 3 parking fines will result in the loss of your parking tag for the school year. *

* Students are NOT allowed to park at Excelsior Middle School.

* Students are NOT allowed to park in the apartment lots across the street.

» Students parking on the street, please do not block driveways or fire hydrants or you will get ticketed
by the Marion Police.



* The East Lot is for South Lot overflow parking only.
Students must park in their designated parking lots. The North parking lot is set up for students and

staff to have designated areas to park. The South parking lot is blended parking which means student

and staff share the parking lot together.
Students need to have their parking tags displayed at all times.
