3. 4" QUARTER: LMHS will start 4" Quarter at 8:30 a.m. on Monday, April 13 via video conference/online.

a. START OF 4™ QUARTER: LMHS will be having a ‘mandated, graded with credit, online, start to 4" Quarter.
Teachers of 4" Quarter classes will be reaching out to students this week via student’s email addresses to
help students with how to ‘join’ classes beginning on Monday.

b. SCHEDULE: All classes will be meeting using a LMHS 4" Quarter Virtual Universe Schedule (this schedule is

attached).

c. LIVE/TEAMS SESSIONS: Teachers will be recording and posting ‘live’ sessions on PowerSchool Learning
and other sites for students to access at any time. LMHS Teachers will be using Teams for all video
conferencing at this time. (All school-issued computers are installed with Teams).

1. Expectations and Rules of Engagement for Students regarding ‘Live’/Teams Sessions:

a. No recording or posting of sessions should be done without permission from the class teacher.

b. Always be appropriate during any session. Disruptive or and inappropriate behavior may result in
a student being restricted from ‘live’ class sessions.

c. Please mute your screen when you are not speaking during a session to avoid background noise or

disruptions.

d. Please inform your teacher via email if you are unable to make a session for any reason so that
they can communicate with you and ensure you have the new content and assignments/projects.
d. ATTENDANCE: Teachers will be taking attendance for the scheduled class sessions as required by the
Dept. of Ed. when having ‘mandated, graded for credit, online’ classes. Please communicate with your
teacher if you have responsibilities that will keep you from attending a scheduled ‘live’ class session.
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e. GRADING: All 4*" Quarter/2™ Semester classes will be graded and issuing credit. Due to the extreme
circumstance impacting all of our students and families at this time and the online nature of the
instruction for at least a significant portion of 4" Quarter, students will have some options regarding
grading provided certain criteria is met (attached).

f. IEP ACCOMMODATIONS: Student Support Services teachers and General Education teachers are meeting
to discuss the needed and required accommodation adjustments for students with an IEP for online-only
school portion of (or entire) 4" Quarter.

1. IEP Meetings continue to be held via video/phone conference.

g. STUDENT SCHEDULE QUESTIONS: ‘What if | want to speak to my school counselor about my schedule?’
Reach out to your counselor via email and state what questions you have or what actions you are wanting to
take with your 4" Quarter schedule.

h. LEARNING CENTER: Guided Studies and Achievement Studies will continue to meet as scheduled. Learning
Center will not be meeting at this time but Learning Center staff will be monitoring student work to help
identify students who made need assistance.

i. RETURN TO THE BUILDING: If we do return to the school building in May, then we will simply continue with
course work using our Regular Daily Schedule. The Grading adjustments will stay in effect whether we are
online for part or all of 4" Quarter. It is expected that students will have progressed in course work to be
prepared/on target for a return to the Regular Daily Schedule if/when that occurs.

j. IOWA BIG: Students enrolled in the lowa BIG program are asked to check their Slack account for
information, requirements, and schedules for lowa BIG classes.

k. COMPASS: COMPASS will have a separate schedule which will be communicated to COMPASS students via
their school email addresses.

|.  TUTORING: Two sources of tutoring are available for students during our virtual school time. To contact the
Tutoring Center in the Learning Center, please email rebecca.cortez@linnmar.k12.ia.us. The LMHS MASS
Tutoring Center is happy to be offering free online tutoring for both high school and middle school students
in math and science classes and ACT/SAT.
